Cyberminutes  addenda:
· Approved appointment of Terry Kipers to fill the vacant position on the PA Sick Leave Donation Committee.

· Approved the revised budget for 2009-2010 in the amount of $168,338.40 with a dues increase of $3.50 per pay period. 

· Considered a request for sponsorship of a member’s child’s involvement in a community activity from PA funds but declined. Agreed to establish a policy for utilizing Community Outreach Funding.
·  Approved the expenditure of $250 to support the participation of a PA foursome at The MVCC Foundation Golf Outing on June 22, with each participant contributing half the cost and the PA contributing the other half. Proceeds go to support the Foundation scholarships.  
· Approved Pres. Searles recommendations for appointed positions for PA Committees for the 2009-10 term.
· Approved the selection of Bill Perrotti as the 2009 MVCC PA recipient of the AFL-CIO Samuel Gompers Distinguished Service Award given by locals affiliated with the Central NY Labor Council. Bill has been the PA’s main representative on the Labor Council, serving as delegate for more than 10 years, most recently as Secretary/Treasurer. He regularly walks picket lines with our brothers and sisters in the labor movement and encourages us to keep aware of issues that connect us all. Approved the expenditure of a total of $180: $50 for the medal and presentation case, and $80 for dinner for Bill and guest; $50 for a quarter-page ad in the program booklet. 
· Approved the expenditure of $100 to sponsor a hole at the Michelle Adey Open, a benefit for the Michelle M. Adey Memorial Fund, which provides support to families who are struggling with the serious illness of a child.  The PA will be featured on a sign on the course, in the tournament program, and on all volunteer tee shirts.  
· Approved the expenditure of $450 for a reception and folders for the ED 39 meeting hosted at MVCC by the PA on June 5-6, 2009.
· Approved the expenditure of $250 as a donation to the Relay for Life Team in sponsorship of the “Beach Club” team of PA members Jackie Womack and Mary Ellen Hart.
